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Fr Paul writes:  God is gone up with a merry noise  
 

One of my favourite corners of the church is the window in the Lady 

Chapel. I can stop and look at its vibrancy, colour, marvel at its age and 

also how the two side panels match the original panel from the first 

church so well. It is also a favourite stopping point when I show local 

school children around either for their ôspecial placesõ work or as the 

culmination of the Easter story. 
 

It is, of course, our window of the Ascension of the Lord as witnessed by 

the eleven disciples and his Mother. The arch to the sanctuary in that 

chapel has the symbols of the passion, the ultimate price that Jesus had to 

pay. Then the window depicts his reward, as he returns to sit at the right 

hand of the Father. And it is at the end of this month of May that this 

year we find Ascension Day, which can be a bit of a neglected festival in 

the Church. As Luke reminds us in Acts 1, it was the opportunity for 

Jesus to commission his disciples his witnesses in the world: 
 

ôBut you will receive power when the Holy Spirit comes on you; and you will be 

my witnesses in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the ends of 

the earth.õ (Acts 1:8).  
 

The question that follows: what is a witness? How does that relate to me 
 

a witness knows Jesus: 

A credible witness speaks of what they know personally. The disciples 

had spent 40 days with Jesus and now they were called to share that 

experience and relationship with others. What is my story of how Jesus 

is alive in my life? 
 

a witness grows in Jesus: 

Jesus told them to wait for the gift of the Spirit to empower them as 

witnesses. ôDo not leave Jerusalem, but wait for the gift my Father promised, 

which you have heard me speak about.õ (4). The Spirit equips us to display 

Jesusõ character (fruit) and enables us to witness (gifts). How does our 

life demonstrate the difference Jesus makes? 
 

a witness goes for Jesus: 

They were called to witness for Jesus in ever-increasing circles of 

influence. For us, this means family and friends, workplace and 

community, and the wider world. Where is God calling us to serve him? 



3. 

The story is told of Jesus arriving in heaven after the Ascension, being 

welcomed by the angels. Gabriel asked Jesus, ôwhat is your plan for 

everyone to know your love?õ Jesus replied, ôI have given my disciples the task 

of carrying the message into all the world.õ Gabrielõs face dropped, ôThese are 

unpredictable men, what if they fail? After a pause Jesus answered, ôThere is 

no other plan!õ  
 

With no plan B available it becomes our challenge to carry that message 

to all we meet, all we engage with. Taking the smallest opportunity and 

helping it grow. This we can do with the backbone of prayer supporting 

us. One initiative of prayer is ôThy Kingdom Comeõ 
 

Thy Kingdom Come  
 

The Archbishops of Canterbury and York are calling Christians of every 

denomination to join in with Thy Kingdom Come, a prayer initiative 

between Ascension and Pentecost (25th May to 4th June), to pray for the 

nation to know Jesus Christ. It is a time to seek the empowering of the 

Holy Spirit, that we may be effective witnesses to Jesus Christ.  
 

Praying for others to know Jesus is one of the most powerful things we 

can do. Persistent prayer for others brings transformation to their lives. 

As Paul writes: ôDevote yourselves to prayer, being watchful and thankful. And 

pray for us, too, that God may open a door for our message, so that we may 

proclaim the mystery of Christ, for which I am in chains. Pray that I may 

proclaim it clearly, as I should.õ (Colossians 4: 2-4). 
 

The Archbishops are encouraging us to choose five people who we can 

pray for regularly. Why not ask God to guide you, as you settle on five 

names and commit to praying for them daily, perhaps by using this prayer 
 

ôLoving Father, in the face of Jesus Christ your light and glory have blazed forth. 

Send your Holy Spirit that I may share with my friends the life of your Son and 

your love for all. Strengthen me as a witness to that love as I pledge to pray for 

them, for your nameõs sake. Amen.õ 
 

On Saturday 20 May Bishop Christopher invites the Diocese to call into 

the Cathedral between 11am and 4pm for as long or short a time as we 

can to join that work of prayer as part of this initiative. 
 

Look ye saints the sight is glorious. Jesus takes the highest station. O what joy 

the sight affords.

Remembering Arthur Sullivan of the Savoy Operaséand Onward 

Christian Soldiers  

 

Sir Arthur Sullivan, best known for the brilliant comic operas he wrote 

with W S Gilbert, was born 175 years ago this month, on 13th May 1842.  

 

Ironically, he never wanted to be remembered for the operas, such as The 

Mikado and The Pirates of Penzance.  Instead, he wrote: òMy sacred music is 

that on which I base my reputation as a composer.ó But although he wrote 

striking oratorios such as The Prodigal Son and The Light of the World, by far 

his most popular sacred music remains the tune for Onward, Christian 

Soldiers. 

 

The young Arthur Seymour Sullivan ð his father an Irish musician and his 

mother of Italian descent ð was a Child (choirboy) of the Chapel Royal and 

the first winner of the Mendelssohn Scholarship, which enabled him to 

study at the Royal Academy of Music and the Leipzig Conservatory. He 

became organist of St. Michaelõs, London, in 1861, and the following year a 

performance in London of his incidental music to Shakespeareõs The 

Tempest made him an overnight celebrity. 

 

He then became a professional musician, teaching, playing the organ, editing 

and conducting, as well as composing various classical works, including a 

ballet, a cello concerto, a symphony, choral works, several overtures and a 

series of chamber pieces and hymns. His first successful comic opera 

(without Gilbert) was Box and Cox, but Richard DõOyly Carte brought the 

two men together for the immensely popular Trial by Jury.  

 

The rest is history. The G&S collaborations are now known as the Savoy 

Operas, after the theatre where they were performed from 1882. 

 

Sir Arthurõs relationship with Gilbert ð portrayed in the brilliant Mike Leigh 

film Topsy-Turvy ð was not always calm, but Gilbertõs satire and verbal 

ingenuity were matched beautifully by Sullivanõs technically brilliant 

tunefulness. 

 

Sir Arthur died in London in 1900. 

10. 

Mayõs High Days and Holy Days 

 

19 May: Dunstan - abbot who restored monastic life in England  
 

In this month of Vocation Sunday (7th May), Dunstan (909-988 AD) stands 

out as an example of what just one person can achieve when they follow 

the call of God on their life.   
 

Dunstan was born near Glastonbury, of a noble family with royal 

connections and church connections; his uncle was Archbishop of 

Canterbury.  But in 935, at the age of 26, he was accused of ôstudying the 

vain poems of the pagansõ ð and expelled from court.  He nearly married, 

but instead made private monastic vows and was ordained a priest by 

Elphege, bishop of Winchester.   Dunstan felt Godõs call on his life, and 

responded.  That decision was to shape English history. 
 

Not at first, however.  For Dunstan began his priestly life by simply 

returning to Glastonbury and living as a hermit.  He painted, embroidered 

and did metalwork.   But when in 939 Edmund became king of Wessex, he 

recalled Dunstan and made him abbot of Glastonbury.  The monastic life of 

the country was all but dead:  the Danish invasions and the hostility of local 

magnates had seen to that.    Dunstan set out to change all this, and went 

on to restore monastic life in England, under the Rule of St Benedict.   
 

Down the years, Dunstan saw kings come and go:  Edmund, Edred, Edgar, 

Edward.  Under King Edgar Dunstan was made bishop of Worcester in 957, 

bishop of London in 959, and Archbishop of Canterbury in 960.  Thus was 

born a fruitful collaboration between King and Archbishop which was to 

reform the Church in England.   Monastic orders began to thrive once 

more.  After the Conquest, the days of Dunstan would be looked back on 

as the ôgolden ageõ. 
 

Dunstan was zealous for the faith.  He taught, prayed, fasted, repaired 

churches, acted as judge, inspired national laws of the land, made sure taxes 

were paid, and encouraged his monks in their manuscripts and prayers.   He 

remained active right to the end of his life:  he preached three times on 

Ascension Day 988, and died two days later, on 19 May, aged nearly 80.    

[ 

They wrote of him:  he was without doubt òchief of all the saints who rest 

at Christ Churchõ (Canterbury).  It has been well said that the 10th century 

gave shape to English history, and Dunstan gave shape to the 10th century.   
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31 May: Mary, the Blessed Virgin, visits Elizabeth  

 

Mary ð the virgin mother of Jesus.  For centuries the eastern and 

western churches have considered her pre-eminent among all the 

saints. 

 

In the gospels, Mary makes her first appearance as a teenager.  

Nothing is known of her childhood, and what we do know of her is 

found mostly in Matthew 1 ð 2 and in Luke 1 ð 2.  If you read both 

accounts, youõll notice that Lukeõs account seems to give the story 

from Maryõs standpoint, whereas Matthew concentrates more on 

Josephõs side of things.  In both accounts the virginal conception of 

Christ is clearly stated.  Maryõs quiet devotion to God and her total 

acceptance of His will shine forth. 

 

Her visit to Elizabeth, when both were pregnant, is a moving and 

poignant account of two humble, ordinary women, suddenly caught up 

in a great event that would shape world history.   Their trusting faith 

in God and acceptance of His will, shine through. 

 

After Jesus is born, Mary fades into the background, and makes few 

appearances:  when the family visits Jerusalem and she loses her son 

on the way home; when she urges Him to help the wedding party in 

Cana with its wine problem; and when Jesus gives her into the keeping 

of the beloved disciple when He is dying on the cross.   Maryõs last 

appearance is in Acts chapter one, just before Pentecost.   

 

Mary obviously joined the early Church, but her role was never one 

of teaching and preaching, and indeed she remained so much in the 

background that nothing more about her is known for certain.  Both 

Ephesus and Jerusalem have claimed to be the place of her death.    

 

Mary, chosen to be the mother of Jesus Christ, one who is both God 

and Man, holds a unique place in the history of mankind.  Down the 

centuries that have followed, the Church has paid special honour to 

Mary ð and well deserved it is.  òAll generations shall call me 

blessedéó

175 years ago:  on 13th May 1842 that Sir Arthur Sullivan, British composer 

of operettas, was born.  Best known for his collaboration with W S Gilbert, 

which produced H.M.S. Pinafore, The Mikado, etc. 

 

100 years ago:  on 21st May 1917 that the Commonwealth War Graves 

Commission was founded.  It records and maintains the graves and places of 

commemoration of Commonwealth military service members who died in 

WW1 and WW2. 

 

90 years ago:  on 20th-21st May that the American aviator Charles Lindbergh 

made his historic first non-stop solo transatlantic flight from New York to 

Paris, aboard the Spirit of St Louis. 

 

75 years ago:  on 4th May 1942 that Germany bombed Exeter, destroying 

the city centre.    Several weeks later, on 30th-31st May, more than 1,000 

British Royal Air Force bombers carried out a 90-minute air raid on Co-

logne.
